4. To receive a brief report from the Chair of the Parish Council, lan Kay.
Cllr Kay presented a summary to the PC’s annual activities. Clir Kay reviewed the structure and
members of the Council and their responsibilities. He further thanked C. Lyon and P. Beaumont
who had left the Council during the year for their service to the community. Clir Kay outlined
that the WPC dealt with 34 planning applications, produced 4 editions of the Newsletter, put in
new play equipment that is both inclusive and for the older children, has refurbished the older
equipment, installed the photo post and the warm room and pantry was launched.

UNESCO World Heritage Status (East Atlantic Flyway) This is being led by the RSPB.

ClIr Kay reviewed the timescales recently released by the Brightwell Lakes builders (Taylor
Wimpey). 2044 is the final completion date.
